Art. 1

Italy is a Democratic Republic,
tounded on work.

Sovereignty belongs to the people
and is exercised by the people in the
forms and within the limits of the
Constitution,

Art. 2

The Republic recognises and
guarantees the inviolable rights of
the person, as an individual and in
the social groups where human
personality is expressed. The
Fepublic  expects  that  cthe
fundamental duties of political,
ceonomic and social solidarity be

fulfilled.

Art. 3

All citizens have equal social dignity

It is the duty of the Republic 1o
remove th(].‘il’ Ubﬁt-a(.'](.‘?i UE an
economic or social natmure which
constrain the freedom and Equalm
of citizens, thereby impeding the full
de»eiopment of the human person
and the elfective participation of all
workers in the political, economic
and social organisation of the
country.

Art. 4

The Republic recognises the right of
all citizens to work and promotes
those conditions which render this
1'ig]1t effective.

Every citizen has the duty, according
to pclmnal pntcntla] and individual
choice, to perform an activity or a

function that contributes to the
r'rmy.:rml or spiritual progress of
society.

Art. 5

The Republic, one and indivisible,
recognises and promotes local
autonomies, and implements the
fullest measure of administrative
decentralisation in those services
which depend on the State. The
Republic accords the principles and
methods of its legislation to the
requirements of autonomy and
decentralisation.

Art. 6

Art. 7

The State and the Catholic Church
are independent and sovereign, each
within its own .‘EPI'ILTL‘.

Their relations are gr.n'r:rncd b}-‘ the
Lateran Pacts. Changes to the Pacts
that are accepted by both parties do
not require the procedure for
constitutional amendment.

Art. 8

All religious confessions are equally
free before the law.

Religious confessions other than the
Catholic one have the right to
organise themselves in accordance
with their own statutes, provided
that these statutes are not in conflict
with Italian law.

Their relations with the State are

regulated by law on the basis of
accords between the State and the
respective representatives.



Art. 9

The Repub“c promotes the
dm'cfupment D'I'- L'Ul.tl.lr(.' and D;

Art. 10

The Italian legal system conforms to
the generally recognised rules of
international law.

The leg;ﬂ status of forcigners 1%
regulated by law in conformity with
international provisions and treaties.
A foreigm:r who is denied the
effective exercise of the democratc
liberties guaranteed by the Italian
Constitution in his or her own
country has the right of asylum in
the territory of the ltalian Republic,
in accordance with the conditions
established by law.

Extradition of a t'nreigner for
political offences is not admitted.

Art. 11

Ttaly rejects war as an instrument of
aggression against the freedom of
other peoples and as a means for the
settlement of international disputes.
[talv agrees, on conditions of
equality with other States, to the
limitations of sovereignty that may
be necessary to a world order
ensuring peace and justice amonﬁ
the MNations. ITtaly promotes an

encourages international
organisations having such ends.

Art. 12

The flag of the Republic is the
Ttalian tricolour: green, white and

red, in three vertical bands of equal
size.

TITLE I

Art. 13

Personal liberty is inviolable.

No form of detention, inspection or
personal search nor anv other
restriction on personal freedom is
admirtted, except by a reasoned
warrant issued by a judicial
authority, and only in the cases and
the manner provided for by law.
In exceptional cases of necessity and
urgency, strictly defined by the law,
law-enforcement authorities may
adopt temporary measures that must
be communicated to the judicial
authonities within forty-eight hours.
Should such measures not be
confirmed by the judicial authorities
within the next forty-eight hours,
they are revoked and become null
and wvoid.

All acts of physical or moral
violence against individuals subject
in any way to limitations of freedom
shall be punished.

The law establishes the maximum
period of preventive detention.

Art. 14

The home is inviolable,
Inspections, searches or seizures
may not be carried out except in the
cases and in the manner set out by
law and in accordance with the
guarantees prescribed for the
safeguard of personal freedom.
Controls and inspections for reasons
of public health and safety or for
economic and taxation purposes are
regulated by special laws.



Art. 15

The freedom and confidentiality of
correspondence and of every other
form of communication s
inviolable.

Restrictions thereto may be imposed
only by a reasoned warrant issued
by a judicial authority with the
guarantees established by law.

Art. 16

All citizens may travel or sojourn
freely in any part of the national
territur}', Il.‘xCl'_‘Pt for grucrnf
limitations which the law establishes
for reasons of health and security.
MNo restrictions may be made for
political reasons.

All citizens are free to leave and re-
enter the territory of the Republic,

rovided all legai abllgatmns are
Fulf}]led

Art. 17

Citizens have the right to assemble
peacefully and unarmed.

Mo previous notice is required for
meetings, even when the meertings
ocour n P].E.C!'_'S tl'lﬂ.t are open Lo th{.‘
public.

For meetings in public places,
previous notice must be given to the
authorites, who mayv onlv forbid
them for proven reasons of security
and public safery.

Art. 18

Citizens have the right to form
associations freely, without
authorisation, for ends that are not
forbidden to individuals by criminal
law.

Secret associations and those
associations that, even indirectly,

pursue political cnds by means of
organisations having a military
character, are prohibited.

Art. 19

All persons have the right 1o profess
rr{-ch their own re]lgmuc faith in
ﬂﬂ}- fﬂrm, mdlvldua]l}' or 'I.]'.l.
association, to disseminate it and to
worship in private or public,
provided that the religious nites are
not contrary to public morality.

Art. 20

The ecclesiastical nature and the
religious or ritual purposes of an
association or institution may not
constitute a cause for speci.ﬂ
limitations under the law, nor for
special taxation with respect o its
L'Etﬂbli_'ihmﬂ‘l'lt. Ieg-ﬂ.l status or ﬂ.l'l}" ﬂ'f
iI1s actvines.

Art. 21

All persons have the right to express
freely their ideas by word, in writing
and by all other means of
communication.

The press may not be subjected to
authorisation or censorship.
Seizure is permitted only by
reasoned warrant, issued by the
judicial authority, in the case of
offences for which the law
governing the press gives express
authunsntlon.. or in T.hL Casc Dt
\']U‘lﬂtlﬂﬂ Df IIS pru\ J.S-IﬂI'IS
concerning the disclosure of the
identity of those holding
responsibility.

In such cases, when there is absolure
urgenc‘v ﬂﬂd 'i'-']'.IE'I'I timc'}'
